Section I:   Elected Offices

D. Chief Representative

1. Term of Office is two years as stated in the San Jose District B-Laws

2. Duties/Responsibilities

A. To become knowledgeable in the District, Chapter and National by-laws; legislation and areas of concern that effect the delivery of Physical Therapy services and the status of the profession.  Inform the Executive Committee and general membership of this data when indicated.

B. To represent at the Assembly of Representatives the wishes and mandates of the District.

C. Reports to the District Executive Committee and general membership the actions of the Assembly of Representatives.

D. Attend District business meeting held prior to Assembly of Representatives and conduct the meeting in regard to forthcoming Assembly of Representatives business.

E. Attend a majority of Executive Committee meetings and District meetings.

F. Maintain records of:

1. Assembly of Representative meetings and minutes of Chapter Board meetings for the proceeding 2 years.

2.    National Bylaws and Standing Rules, Chapter Bylaws and Assembly of Representatives Policies, Procedures and Positions.

3.    Current list of District Representatives and alternates including addresses and phones.

G. Orient District Representatives and Alternates regarding:

1.    Assembly meeting dates and locations; compiling of information regarding the business of these meetings and passing on of this information to replacement at expiration of term.

2.    Attendance at Executive Committee and District meetings immediately preceding Assembly of Representatives meetings.    

H.  When term of office has expired, orient the newly elected Chief Representative and pass on the records of the office.
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
